MINUTES of the Council meeting held on Wednesday 29 November 2017 in the Village Hall, Church Lane,Tilbrook, commencing at 2015 hours.

90/17	APOLOGIES were received from Councillor Mrs J Pilcher & District Councillor J Gray.

91/17  PUBLIC FORUM was not used. 

92/17  DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS  None were made

93/17  COUNTY COUNCILLOR was unable to be present.

94/17  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 18 October 2017 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting subject to recording Councillor Gutteridge’s apology.

95/17  MATTERS ARISING from that meeting.
a)White Horse Public House.   The Chairman said that he had spoken with Charles Wells representative and had been told that a planning application would be put forward in two weeks.
The Clerk reported that HDC had asked for much more evidence of local useage of the pub in support of our application to have it listed as a Community Asset and he had provided this.
b) Aspen Tree.  Martin Patterson said that he had adopted a three level approach to the care and management of tree stock in the village.  Level 1 was to clear around the millennium oaks and he has pruned and moved the mats by the Christmas tree. He has also removed a dead acer and will monitor the ash to the spring.
The Aspen is too close to the house and is the wrong type of tree. It is moisture hungry.  He suggested the tree be removed and that the site be regularly monitored thereafter to ensure suckers are kept under control.
It was proposed by Councillor Mrs Rowland, seconded by Councillor Gutteridge and agreed to remove the tree.  Quotations will be sought from local tree surgeons.
The Chairman thanked Mr Patterson for undertaking the tree survey.

Martin Patterson left the meeting.

96/17 VEHICLE ACTIVATED SIGN
The Chairman said that he and Councillor Mrs Rowland had met with Mr Rutherford of the County Council and had been satisfied with the information he provided on the commitment by members of this Council.  The County Council will put up brackets for the sign and will require the Parish Council to move the sign every week or so and to charge the battery.
The Clerk reminded members of the need for a risk assessment and for those doing the work to wear hi-vis jackets.     It was agreed that Councillor Mrs Rowland would prepare a risk assessment and the Clerk will purchase 5 hi-vis tabards.    Once the sign is received it will be placed on the Council’s insurance.
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97/17 DEFIBRILLATOR
The Clerk reported that the defibrillator had been placed on the Council’s insurance.
It was proposed by Councillor Mrs Rowland, seconded by Councillor Gutteridge and agreed to purchase a spare set of pads and some mouthshields.
