
TILBROOK PARISH COUNCIL

MINUTES of the Council meeting held on Wednesday 24 April 2024 in the Village Hall, Church Lane, Tilbrook, commencing at 7.30 p.m.

30/24  APOLOGIES  were received from Councillor L Hunter and District Councillor J Gray

31/24  PUBLIC FORUM was not used.
 
32/24  DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST None were made.

33/24  COUNTY COUNCILLOR Councillor Gardener said he had received an update from the Local Highways Officer. The High St drains had been checked and a landowner asked to clear a drain.
He referred to the rejection of the bid for CIL money towards the £900 needed for the Story Boards and suggested that an application to the Community Chest Grant might be worthwhile.
Regarding the scheme for green bins, there had been a 40% take-up.

Councillor Gardener left the meeting.

34/24  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 12 March 2024 were read approved and signed as a true record of those meetings, subject to changing 24/24 from ‘hedge cutting’ to ‘hedge re=planting’.

35/24  MATTERS ARISING
a) Traffic Speeds
i) MVAS results  Councillor Wilcock said that the MVAS sign by The Shuttles has now been converted to solar power.  At that point average speeds were now 30mph, with a maximum of 74 mph being recorded. 34% of vehicles were above 30 mph and 14% above 35 mph.
The sign near 36 High St recorded an average speed of 26 mph with a maximum of 62 mph.  13% were above 30 mph and 3% above 35 mph.
b)  Kym Valley Way.  No report
c) Story Boards   The efforts now are upon obtaining sponsorship and the funding needed to complete the job.
d) Trees on Recreation Ground   Nothing further received from our insurers.

36/24  PLANNING MATTERS 
The following applications were considered –
24/00483/TREE  Tilbrook Rectory, Church Lane – crown reductions etc.
                    It was proposed by Councillor Wallis, seconded by Councillor Wilcock and agreed with one abstention to recommend this for approval.
24/00428  The Old Stables, Hall Lane – erect 2 x single storey extensions & double garage.
                    It was proposed Councillor Patterson, seconded by Councillor Mrs Patterson and unanimously agreed to recommend approval.
24/00591  Tilbrook Mill Kennels, High St – redevelopment of site to include 5 dwellings & ancillary.
                    The access and parking were thought to be better than the previous application and it was noted that the overall size of the scheme is less than existing. Accordingly, it was proposed by Councillor Wilcock, seconded by Councillor Wallis and unanimously agreed to recommend approval.
23/01642  Hardwicks, High St – use of site as wedding venue; parking; camping etc.
                    Concerns were raised over this development in open countryside and the affect upon the visual amenity and noise.  It was also thought to be contrary to the Local Plan LP10c. It was therefore proposed by Councillor Wilcock, seconded by Councillor Mrs D Patterson and unanimously agreed to recommend refusal.

37/24  AMENITIES COMMITTEE/PARISH COUNCIL JOINT WORKING COMMITTEE     
Councillor Wilcock said that confirmation has been received from the District Council that the car park is public.   The Amenities Committee would like the Parish Council to take over full responsibility for the recreation ground, car park and playpark. .Since this has not been budgeted for in the current year, it was unanimously agreed to do so with effect from 1 April 2025.
It was also agreed to ask for the removal of the sign which refers to a private car park and a vote of thanks was given to the Working Party for their work in resolving these matters.

38/24   VILLAGE MAINTENANCE
The flood work is ongoing and it was agreed that the cutting of grass on The Green would be arranged according to need.

39/24  CORRESPONDENCE   The County Council circular regarding the siting of electric vehicle charging points was read and it was agreed that no action be taken.

40/24  ACCOUNTS  None were presented for payment on this accasion.-

41/24  DISTRICT COUNCILLOR  was unable to be present

42/24  MEMBERS’ POINTS OF INFORMATION
Councillor Wallis said that engineers have attended and measured the crack in the bridge wall.  He suggested that Anglian Water be asked to route their heavy vehicles visiting the treatment works via Bustard Hill, rather than through the village.

43/24  NEXT MEETING
It is proposed that the next meeting will be on Tuesday 7 May 2024 This will be the Annual Parish Meeting, commencing at 7.30pm immediately followed by the Annual Meeting of the Council.
