
TILBROOK PARISH COUNCIL
MINUTES of the annual meeting of the Parish Council held at the Village Hall, Church Lane, Tilbrook on Wednesday 6 July 2016, commencing at 2000 hours.

PRESENT Councillors Charles Paull (in the Chair);C Haynes; Mrs C Rowland; Mrs J Pilcher and K Gutteridge.

IN ATTENDANCE  C L Thatcher, Clerk to the Council and one member of the public.

43/16  APOLOGIES were received from County Councillor P Downes and District Councillor J Gray.

44/16  PUBLIC FORUM was not used.

45/16  DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS. None were made.

46/16  COUNTY COUNCILLOR. Unable to attend.

47/16  MINUTES of the Council meeting of 11 May 2016 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting.

48/16  MATTERS ARISING.

The Clerk showed members the laptop computer purchased with the Transparency Fund grant.  He said that the website was well under way and should be operating soon.

It was agreed that the Clerk should purchase an appropriate scanner and printer so that the Council is then self-sufficient.

49/16  PLANNING MATTERS

The following applications were considered-

16/01086   24 Church Lane, Tilbrook.  Demolish outbuilding and erect 2 houses.

Members questioned the procedure now in use for notifying neighbours, as neighbouring properties did not appear to have been told about this proposal by the District Council.
A letter from a neighbor recommending refusal was read and noted.

It was proposed by Councillor Haynes, seconded by Councillor Mrs Pilcher and unanimously agreed to recommend refusal for reasons of overdevelopment and being out of character with existing. The rear building line of the proposed dwellings extends well beyond the rear line of the existing dwellings and it was felt this was not appropriate in the Conservation Area.    There were also road safety concerns with increased traffic in the cul-de-sac.
16/01200  White Horse Public House, High St, Tilbrook.  Proposed new signage.

There was some confusion over what is actually being applied for, since the plans provided show and extension to the pub. near to the kitchen which is not actually there.
However, the application is simply for new signage and it was proposed by Councillor Mrs Pilcher, seconded by Councillor Mrs Rowland and unanimously agreed to recommend approval for this.
50/16  NATIONAL PAY AWARD

The Clerk reported receipt of the National Pay Award details for local council staffs, which is effective from 1 April 2016.   The award amounts to 1% over 2 years and in his case his hourly rate will increase from £8.613 to £8.717 with effect from 1 April 2016 and from £8.717 to £8.873 with effect from 1 April 2017.   

The annual cost to the Council in 2016/17 will be £9.24 and in 2017/18 £13.92.
