
TILBROOK PARISH COUNCIL
MINUTES of the meeting of the Parish Council held at the Village Hall, Church Lane, Tilbrook on Wednesday 9 September 2015, commencing at 2000 hours.

PRESENT Councillors C Paull (in the Chair); Mrs C Rowland; Mrs J Pilcher and K Gutteridge.
IN ATTENDANCE District Councillor J Gray & C L Thatcher, Clerk to the Council
74/15  APOLOGIES were received from Councillor C Haynes & County Councillor P Downes.
75/15 PUBLIC FORUM was not used.
76/15  DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS.  None were made.

77/15  COUNTY COUNCILLOR was not present.
78/15  MINUTES of the Council meeting held on 15 July 2015 were read, approved and signed as a true record of that meeting.
79/15  MATTERS ARISING

a) Local Highway Initiative.  It was agreed to make a bid for funding of reactive signs in the High St, in the sum of £6000.
b) Website.  Councillor Rowland said that she had investigated a number of website providers and the one she thought best would cost just £10.80 for the first year and allow 15gb of input, with a setup fee of £9 plus VAT. Thereafter the cost would be £13.80 per annum plus £9 for the domain. 

It was proposed by Councillor Mrs Pilcher, seconded by Councillor Gutteridge and agreed to authorize expenditure of up to £50 per annum and Councillor Mrs Rowland will liaise with the Clerk in choosing the most suitable site.

c) Station Road ‘Puddle’.  Councillor Gray reported having visited the site together with a member of the Highways team. There was no evidence of any leak.  The edge of the road had been repaired and the drain rodded and a bollard had been installed.

The Chairman said that some concrete still needs fixing.

d) 24 High St – metal gate and light.    The Clerk reported that the Enforcement Officer at Huntingdonshire Planning had said that they intended to take no further action.  The fence line has been altered to set back the metal gate and although it still did not comply with planning regulations, in that it did require planning approval, HDC has decided that it is not worth pursuing.
Councillor Mrs Rowland thought this was appalling and made a nonsense of planning law.  Other members agreed and commented that this is the third or fourth time this householder has made alterations which required a planning application without seeking planning approval.  They thought the actions disgraceful and the fact that the Planners will not enforce the law will throw the door open to future breaches.
