55/15  APOLOGIES. There were none.

57/15  PLANNING

The following application was considered:

1500396  11 Station Rd, Tilbrook – replace oil tank with wood pellet storage silo.

There was some uncertainty concerning the size of the silo proposed, but the Planning Officer advised that the applicant’s intention was to site a 3 tonne silo, which is 2.395m high.  Members were concerned about the effect of a silo of such height on the surroundings and decided to visit the site.   

At the site it was noted that the ground where the silo was to rest was higher than the road and thus its presence would be more prominent.    
It was therefore proposed by Councillor Haynes and seconded by Councillor Gutteridge, that a silo in this position should be no more than 2m high from the ground level where it is sited and that it must be fully screened from view.
